Individual Research Project 


This will be due on Friday, November 10.  You must choose ONE animal that you would like to learn more about.  This report is something that should be done outside of class.  You will be given time in class to go to the library, and of course, you may use the books in the classroom for your report.  You will present your report to the class, and you will receive a grade for your presentation.  You must include some kind of visual such as a poster, transparency, or powerpoint presentation. You will also receive two grades for the written report (one for content and one for conventions).  Therefore, you will get THREE language arts grades for this project. This is an important project!  Do your best!  NOTE:  Please do NOT read your report to the class.

You must use at least TWO resources for this project.  One should be a book, and the other should be an internet site or CD Rom.  Make sure that you include the names and addresses of your sources in your report. If you don’t have a computer at home, don’t worry because you can do your research in the morning before school or when you have free time in class.  NOTE: You must write your report in your OWN words.  Copying the words you find in a book is not allowed.   

Make sure you include the following information in your project (not in this order):

· Where It Lives (Florida, Africa, etc.)

· What It Eats (Herbivore/Carnivore/Omnivore)
· What It Looks Like

· How It Moves from Place to Place

· How Plants Help This Animal
· How Many Are Left
· Four Interesting Facts About This Animal
