Final Project


The final research project will be due on Friday, May 12.  You have three weeks to complete this project.  This project is to be done outside of class.  However, you may do internet research at school if you don’t have access to the internet at home.  Just let me know when you would like to come in to do research.  You can come in before school.  You can also do internet research for this project during story time. I will be glad to help in anyway I can.  You have already done a major research project for medieval times, so you should be familiar with the research process.

As we have discussed in class, your assignment is to choose a country or state to research.  (You may not do Florida or the United States.)  Your goal is to find out everything you can about this place.  As you do your research, you need to take notes to include in your report.  Don’t forget to write down the names and addresses of books and websites you used.  You must make a poster or other kind of display to go along with your presentation.  (You may use powerpoint if you like, but it is not required.) Your written report is due on the same day, but you may not read your report.  You must use index cards with important facts about each category during your speech. (If you have trouble getting the supplies you need, please let me know, and I will try to help.)

The following is a list of topics to research as you do your project.  Please note that the questions are examples that are there to help you with your research.  Please do not write a report that just answers the questions.  Use the questions to guide you as you are looking for information.  Make sure to include the following components in your presentation and written report:

· Symbols and Traditions:  Is there a state flower? Is there a national song? Are there special traditions?
· Location:  What is it near? What bodies of water? What other states? What are the coordinates?

· Climate and Environment: What is the weather like?  Are there mountains? Rivers? If so, what are the names of these mountains and rivers?

· Population: How many people live there? What are the people like? What language do they speak?

· Animal Life: What kinds of animals can be found there?

· Plant Life: What kinds of plants can be found there?
· Government: Is there a national leader?  A governor?
THE PRESENTATION/WRITTEN REPORT ARE BOTH DUE ON 5-12! This project is worth two language grades: one for the written report and one for the presentation.
